5.  One Letter of Recommendation – Written on business letterhead.  
a.) The letter should be written by a high school teacher or counselor who knows enough about you academically and/or personally to write a supportive letter.  The Letter of Recommendation Form must be submitted along with the actual letter.

· Provide the Letter of Recommendation Information Sheet to the person from whom you would like a letter of recommendation.  
· Allow the recommender at least 2 weeks lead-time to write the letter.
