For Prerequisites, Corequisites and Recommendations
Introduction

Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations requires that a process exist for the adoption of prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on recommended preparation placed on community college courses. This process is to insure that a prerequisite or corequisite be determined to be necessary and appropriate for achieving the purpose for which it is being established.

Skyline College requires that at a minimum, prerequisites, corequisites, and advisories on recommended preparation be based on content review. Additional methods of scrutiny may need to be applied to prerequisites and/or corequisites. The basis of this content review is to compare the outcome objectives from the recommended or required course and show how they are essential to success in the intended course. Examples of outcome objectives from selected English courses are provided in the curriculum document Selected English Outcomes for Prerequisite, Corequisite and Recommended Preparation Content Review Forms.
Part I lists the exceptions to the need for a formal content review. If one or more exceptions exist, check and explain how that exception applies to the course. 

If an exception does not exist, complete Part II of the Content Review Form and submit with the New Course Approval form or Course Modification form. Prerequisite content reviews will require one reading for approval of the Curriculum Committee.
