Feedback on the Global Citizenship, Personal Wellness, and Information and
Computer Literacy Rubrics

A.

Global Citizenship

1. Presently working with three rubrics (scientific literacy, global
citizenship, and social skills) with the intention of consolidating into one,
much like the Critical Thinking rubric, in which people will assess the traits
that apply to their assignment(s)

2. “Piloted” in nine classes in which students were asked to assess
themselves and give feedback about the clarity of the statements.
Eventually the rubrics should be piloted with actual projects in which
students demonstrate their abilities as opposed to self assess.

3. Discussion will continue at our next meeting.

Need to add the revised Critical Thinking rubric.

Future topic: What recommendations should we make to the Curriculum
Committee about how to integrate the SLOAC into program review?

Presently program review is on a six-year cycle. Should that be revisited

so that departments are held to the present recommendation to assess at least
one course a year? Or what procedures need to be in place such that
departments are held accountable? (i.e., Deans tabulating the data from TracDat
for each department and reporting at the Instructional Leadership Team
meetings. Deans reading the reports to note which resources are needed to
make the changes so that they can advocate for their department as well as
shape their three-year division plan accordingly.)
