4.  Personal Statement – Must be typed, double spaced, font size  and a maximum of 2 pages in length.  Include information about you, your family, background, and any financial need; your plans for the future, academic/career goals, educational achievements and experiences; involvement in extra-curricular activities, community service and/or volunteerism (such as in student government, clubs, sports).  Tell why you feel you are deserving of a scholarship.  Include any special circumstances or challenges you have had to overcome (physical, psychological, learning), substance abuse, domestic violence, other special family circumstances (single parent, caregiver for elderly/ill parent/grandparent), etc.    

5.  Letter of Recommendation – One letter, written on business letterhead, from a high school teacher or counselor who knows enough about you academically and/or personally to write a supportive letter. Letter of Recommendation Form must be completed along with a letter.

Provide the Letter of Recommendation Information Sheet to the person from whom you would like a letter of recommendation.  Allow the recommender at least 2 weeks lead-time to write the letter.
